They’re barely surviving
themselves, and can’t focus on
anyone or much of anything else
but their pain.

As time passes and they give
these issues over to God, healing
begins to work a transformation in
their bearts and lives. We have the
privilege and pleasure of watching
new life emerge like a butterfly
Jfrom a cocoon. From a place of
inner torment, the men are
liberated and begin to look upward
and outward. Husbands and fathers
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ave you ever felt a call from God to do something

special for Him? Andy Valadez has.And when he said

“yes” to a church project called The Kingdom
Assignment, it was the beginning of a rewarding ministry.

As part of the assignment, God gave Andy the idea of organizing
a “Night of Blessing” for 10 men at Open Door Mission. Imagine

how excited they were about a night out that included a
limousine ride, a steak dinner and a
Houston Aeros game! Bill Adams was
one of those men. At the game, he and
Andy connected. Both are former
Marines...both love the Lord.
